Suna Aydin (Turkey)

Navigating between education and artistic practice, Suna Aydin (b. 1972,
Bursa) graduated in Graphic Arts from Uludag University. She began her
career as a graphic designer before teaching visual arts, graphics, and
photography. Since her first solo exhibition Trees (1998, Bursa), she has
participated in many group shows, most recently at the Arya Kamal
Culture and Arts Center (2024-2025). Now based in izmir, she continues
painting, exploring recurring themes of sun and moon, transformation,
and the cyclical nature of life.

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Yasin Cigek (Turkey)

Specializing in reverse glass painting, Yasin Cicek (b. 1976, Izmir) develops
a visual language where myth and imagination converge. After training in
the ateliers of Kubra Demircan and Emine Yedikuvvet, he combined
drawing, oil painting, and traditional methods with a contemporary
sensibility. His works reinterpret Anatolian myths and fantastical figures—
particularly Sahmeran—through luminous layers of color and symbolism.
Exhibited in numerous art fairs and group shows across Turkey, Cicek
continues to pursue his explorations from his studio in Izmir.
